WILD 5200-7200 International Issues in Conservation
Summer 2012 — 6 credits
Study Abroad in Southern Africa

Course Description

The purpose of WILD 5700/7700, International Wildlife Management, is to provide a first hand
understanding the natural history of the bushveld of eastern Botswana leading into and
introduction the types issues facing wildlife managers throughout the world. This course in in
Botswana offers many opportunities and challenges.
